Our choice

is between following the teaching of Jesus or #azhings of our

society. Our choice often divides us from one aanths Jesus so
strongly puts it in today’s Gospel reading. Itriget that at times
our society’s values may be the same as our Cimistlues, but,

unfortunately, there are many, many instances whegee is a

clash between what our society holds up as a vahe what our

faith holds up as a value.

The danger for believers today is not being arcefite what we
believe. The danger we face is being lost in thewd; being
swallowed up by the current thinking and behaviuat tis all
around us. When Jesus tells us that we will beddiifrom
others, that kind of division is not something wewgld avoid. It
is an unavoidable and necessary division. Nonesafants to be
divided from others, but we cannot give up our dgsinciples
just to get along well with others.

This is so because the love that Jesus calls issrtot always an
easy or approving love. If you have ever raisetlillcyou know
that your love often meant you had to say ‘no’.dootherwise
would have been harmful to your kids. Well, on myéa scale we
have to say a strong ‘no’ to many of the things #ra going on
around us. To do otherwise is to bring harm tocmmmunity.
