The Narrow Gate Called Discipline 
 
Jesus says that we must strive to enter through the narrow door. 
Doing the minimum that we think Jesus demands is not what it is 
all about. There is much more to life than keeping rules and going 
to church. Life is very demanding. It is constantly putting new 
challenges in our way. Life is full of obstacles, which we have to 
deal with. New things get sent our way, and we just can't ignore 
them, or deal with them the way we have always dealt with 
things.  
 
If we are to respond to life with the values Jesus brought, we 
need to be highly disciplined. Our reading from the letter to the 
Hebrews encourages us to respond to the sufferings and hardships 
of life thankful for the discipline that comes from a loving 
Teacher. To be disciplined is to be taught. That is the root 
meaning of the word. It comes from disciple – one who learns 
from another. We are encouraged to learn from others and also 
from our own experiences. They say that experience is the best 
teacher, but we need to be good students in order to learn.  
 
Going through a narrow door is not always a pleasant experience. 
If you have ever had to squeeze through a narrow opening you 
will know first hand the kind of discomfort it often brings. But if 
you decide not to endure that discomfort, you have also decided 
not to enter that dwelling. We can’t have it both ways. We can’t 
spend our lives seeking comfort, security and only our own needs 
and desires, and still be loving and compassionate.  
 
The plain truth is that at times we need to practice great discipline 
if we are to reach out in love to others. Anyone who has truly 
loved has felt the pain that comes with that love. Jesus suffered, 
died and rose again. That remains the pattern for our life no 
matter who we are or how old we grow. May we, together with 
the Lord, all keep our eyes on that narrow door. 
 
RCIA — Just a reminder that the Rite of Christian Initiation of 
Adults will begin again this coming September.  The RCIA is a 
process to welcome into our Church anyone who was never 
baptized, or those baptized into another faith, or those adults who 
are seeking to learn more about the Catholic Faith and be 
Confirmed in the Faith.  Those involved in this process usually 
meet once a week on Wednesday evenings to discuss the faith.  
For those who choose to join the Church, they are baptized or 
Confirmed at the Easter Vigil.  As you go through the summer 
months you may find those who are interested in the Catholic 
Faith.  If you do, please refer them to the Rectory Office.
