SITTING AT HIS FEET -- Today we are looking at a picture of 
Mary sitting at the feet of Jesus, while Martha is busy about many 
things. It’s probably easy for most of us to see why we have to 
become a neighbor to those in need. What might not be so 
obvious is that we need to withdraw from that work from time to 
time and just do nothing but listen and learn from the Master. The 
first question that will pop into many of our heads is why—what 
good does it do to do nothing?  
 
Many commentators say that Mary’s posture of sitting at the feet 
of Jesus was a radical posture, one that was reserved for the men 
of the time. The term ‘sitting at the feet of’ described someone 
who was in a position of learning. We still use the same term 
today. When talking about learning from someone who is 
outstanding in his or her field of endeavor, we say that we are 
sitting at the feet of the master.  
 
We need to do nothing so that we can convince ourselves that we 
are not God. Doing nothing can help immensely with that project. 
And when we do nothing and do it in the presence of God, we call 
that prayer. Prayer can be a great cure for an over active 
lifestyle. 
 
There is something called the “Messiah complex” which we need 
to avoid. Anyone who is afflicted with this complex thinks that the 
world can't get along without them. They are here, there and 
everywhere, doing all that they can and even some of what they 
can’t. The problem is that they only feel good about themselves 
when they are running themselves into the ground from 
exhaustion. People who are involved in any kind of ministry or 
outreach are liable to incur this affliction. If you find yourself in 
that position, it’s time to sit at the feet of the Master.

RCIA — Just a reminder that the Rite of Christian Initiation 
of Adults will begin again this coming September.  The RCIA 
is a process to welcome into our Church anyone who was 
never baptized, or those baptized into another faith, or those 
adults who are seeking to learn more about the Catholic Faith 
and be Confirmed in the Faith.  Those involved in this process 
usually meet once a week on Wednesday evenings to discuss 
the faith.  For those who choose to join the Church, they are 
baptized or Confirmed at the Easter Vigil.  As you go through 
the summer months you may find those who are interested in 
the Catholic Faith.  If you do, please refer them to the Rectory 
Office. 
Many of you are close to non-Catholic friends, coworkers, 
and relatives.  They trust you.  They may even look to you 
when they have questions about faith and love and life.  Or 
they may just turn to you when things in their lives seem con-
fused.  Jesus has said that his words must go out to the whole 
world.  But it happens, one person at a time.  You may be 
their only opportunity to catch a glimpse of Christ and what 
He could mean in their life.   Don’t cheat them by silence.  
Tell them, when it is opportune, that every Fall, in your par-
ish, a small group get together to learn about the faith and 
about becoming Catholic.  We call it RCIA (Rite of Christian 
Initiation of Adults).  Let them know they would fit in.  Invite 
them to call and we will take it from there.  
 
Remember Lord, and welcome into your Kingdom, 

those who have died and have gone 
before us marked with the sign of 
faith. Especially, Father Edmund 
Supple. May he and all the souls of 
the Faithful Departed through the 
mercy of God rest in peace. Please 
pray for the consolation of those who 
grieve for him.
