LIVING INSIDE GOD’S MERCY -- As someone has said 
about today’s Gospel, “Two men went up to the Temple to pray. 
One did, and the other didn’t.” That’s probably as good a 
summary of today’s Gospel as we’re going to get. Goodness is 
tricky. When goodness starts separating us from others, then it’s 
not very good. As Jesus said: Only God is Good. Any genuine 
goodness we have comes from God, not from ourselves. And the 
goodness that is from God can never separate ourselves from the 
solidarity we should have with the rest of humanity. I guess that 
could be a clue for many of us. If we sense that our so-called 
goodness is driving a wedge between ourselves and others, it’s 
time to stop and take a long look at why and how we call 
ourselves good. 
 
We are often walking contradictions. At one time, we think of 
ourselves as good, but then something happens and we ask 
ourselves how we could be so stupid and so sinful. We clearly 
need to look for that elusive middle path, where we can both 
rejoice in the goodness that is our share in God’s goodness, and 
yet recognize the evil of which we are capable. As men and 
women of faith, we are free to celebrate that our basic identity is 
as God’s children. 
 
 So we need to rejoice in the wonderful gifts that we indeed are. 
And yet, at the same time, we are not to be so naïve that we are 
unable to recognize the existence of evil in ourselves, and yes, in 
others. The faithful follower of Jesus Christ is one who walks 
through this world with her eyes wide open to what is evil, and 
yet with a heart full of compassion for those who stand in need of 
understanding and comfort and forgiveness—ourselves included. 
It is only when we have the courage to see ourselves with our 
limitations and our greatness, that we will be able to enter into a 
deeply understanding and compassionate relationship with others.
