Jesus saw the divine everywhere he werthé fields
and flowers, in the desert and the sea, in theliehiland the
poor. He was attuned to find traces of God everyahde had
an open ear.

As many of you may know, the word obedience comissctly
from the Latin word which means ‘to listen’. That the best
meaning of the word. When we obey we are listeslogely, and
then responding to what we hear. But this listeném just done
with our ears. In fact, more often than not, tlésehing is done
with our hearts.
