MI�ISTRY’S BURDE�S -- We all know of people who 
have tried so hard to follow the Lord that they have ended up 
in what we call ‘burnout’. They tried to do too much with the 
resources they had. They didn’t know when to stop, when to 
rest, when to draw aside for refreshment. Perhaps some of you 
are experiencing this burnout at this very moment.  
How many parents find themselves exhausted each night be-
cause they think that their children need to experience every 
available opportunity – every sports activity, every dance 
class, every self-defense club, every music lesson, and so on. 
You can fill in the blanks yourself. Some parents just try too 
hard, and end up in exhaustion.  
 
How many people in ministry find themselves in the same 
boat? One person trying to do the job of two or three. Even 
some volunteers see that the needs are overwhelming and so 
they try harder. Sometimes they do too much, and end up ex-
hausted and ready to throw in the towel.  

If what I have said indicates some possible burdens, then what 
is the rest that Jesus promises? Perhaps, the rest we need to 
learn is to rest ourselves from having to do it all, from having 
to save everyone, from having to succeed in every good pro-
ject that we undertake. We need mental and spiritual rest as 
well as physical rest. We need to go aside as Jesus often did. 
But most of all, we need to know, and to know deeply, that we 
are not ministering alone, not serving others alone. All true 
ministry is done hand in hand with the Lord.  

Our Lord himself told us that one plants and another sows. 
We are not asked to be successful. We are asked to love God 
and others as we are capable of – no more and no less.
