BODY A�D BLOOD OF CHRIST - When we take the Body 
of Christ into ourselves, we are pledging to help build the Body 
of Christ in our world. If we take the Eucharist, and continue to 
ignore the needs of our brothers and sisters, then it would be 
better not to take the Eucharist. These aren’t harsh words. 
They’re just truthful words. Our lives need to be truthful, and if 
we have no interest in helping build up the human community, 
then we should not proclaim that we have such an interest.  
 
And that’s what we do when we take the Eucharist. We are 
telling the Lord and the community that we urgently desire to 
be a part of a wider community that belongs to the Lord. We 
need to come to the Eucharist each week because it is so easy 
to forget that we are part of a larger reality than just our own 
family or circle of friends.  

We are tempted to think that the only world that is real is the 
world we live in. After all, that’s the only world we really 
know in an intimate way. That is my day to day experience. My 
home, my family, my cat, my car, my neighborhood, my 
school, my place of work and so on -- these are the realities that 
invade my consciousness each day. It takes a concerted and 
conscious effort to have a wider view of the world.  

As members of the Body of Christ, we are called to be citizens 
of the universe. Many of you have heard of the group called, 
‘Doctors Without Borders’. Well, we are ‘Christians Without 
Borders’. Each time we come to celebrate and take the Eucha-
rist, we are affirming that we belong to the Body of Christ – a 
Body that is found everywhere in the world.
