The souls in purgatory are spirits without bodes the suffering
is a spiritual one, not physical torture. But griegtand hope also
accompany the suffering because the soul in purgdaalready
saved. He or she is being prepared -- made fdr-héaven. They
are simply on the last part of their journey baxkhte Father.
